GENERAL INFORMATION AND RULES FOR OUTBOUND STUDENTS
A SIGNED COPY OF THIS DOCUMENT MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH THE APPLICATION FORM

1. Applicant must be in high school at time of application and be no older than 17 years of age at the time they will leave Canada on exchange in August. Each applicant MUST attend school in the host country during the year of exchange. Credits for studies in other countries cannot be assured and Rotary in no way can be held responsible. In some instances, students can transfer credits but this will be at the discretion of your home school administration.
2. All students must carry a one-year accidental death insurance policy in the amounts required by Rotary International, as well as any required health insurance. (Forms will be made available to you at the parent/student orientation sessions.)
3. Passport, MULTIPLE ENTRY visa and transportation costs, are the responsibility of the student and/or parent.

4. Travel in a host country is permitted but only with proper adult chaperoning and subject to the following rules. Students may not travel alone or with other students. All travel within the host district to be approved by the host club chairman. Travel OUTSIDE OF YOUR HOST DISTRICT, must be approved by the host district chairman, and your parents consent required in writing. A complete itinerary, of every trip, is to be filed with the host district and club chairman.
5.  If the student wishes to return home by an indirect route, parental consent, in writing is required, releasing District 7010 from any and all subsequent responsibility. This release will become effective the day of departure from the host club. Also at this time, the student insurance coverage under the exchange program, could be forfeited.
6.  Hosting of the student is the responsibility of the host club. In case of difficulties the student should consult with their host club counsellor, club chairman or district chairman.
7.  Each student to maintain a minimum of $500.00 (Canadian) revolving fund deposited into a bank account in the host town in the name of the student and his counsellor. This to be used for emergencies only. A credit card may be available to the student for that purpose as well. A monthly allowance is arranged for by the host club for spending money and incidentals.
8.  Students assigned to countries where another language is spoken should devote adequate time to learn the essentials of the new language, before departure.
9. If the student has relatives in the host country, they will have no authority over him/her under the supervision of the program.
10. The student is to become an integral member of his/her host family, assuming duties and responsibilities normally required of a teenage member of the family.
11. It is preferable to not address your host parents as Mr. & Mrs. Arrive at some comfortable arrangement; “Mom/Dad” for example, they may even wish you to call them by their first names. Become a part of the family.
12. Choose your friends slowly and wisely, as you will have many social opportunities. Take your time and don’t form opinions from first impressions. Trust your hosts to aid you in developing a respectable circle of friends.
13. Your hosts are responsible for you socially and physically. You will respect their wishes and requests. One society may be more formal than another, guidance and restrictions are to be expected and advisable.
14. There are 4 rules, known as the 4 “D’s” which are strictly enforced.
1. The student is NOT PERMITTED TO DRIVE A MOTORIZED VEHICLE OF ANY KIND. This includes boats, garden tractors, mopeds, snowmobiles, motorcycles or any other form of motorized machine and/or vehicle.
2. The student is NOT PERMITTED TO USE DRUGS, except for valid medical reasons as prescribed by a physician.
3. DRINKING OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES IS STRICTLY FORBIDDEN 
4. SERIOUS DATING IS NOT PERMITTED
15. Violation of any of the 4 D’s can result in an early termination of your exchange, and immediate return home.
16. You must obey the laws of each country. If you violate any law, you can expect no assistance from the Canadian Government.
17. Smoking is discouraged. Some hosts may not allow you to smoke in their home. That is their prerogative.
18. Students must avoid romantic attachments. To prevent this from happening avoid “GOING STEADY” with a particular individual.
19. Attendance of students may be required at Rotary sponsored events.
20. The student certifies that he/she has no dietary or physical restrictions other than as may be shown on their application medical certificate.
21. Any costs relative to a required return home or any other unusual expenses incurred by the student, shall be the responsibility of the student’s own parents
22. Student shall be notified of his/her placement as soon as it is received. It is advisable to make alternate plans for your next school year, however, just in case you cannot be placed. This can happen, for one reason or another.
23. The student should clearly understand the conditions and rules of the program. They must be followed or he/she will find their exchange terminated, and returned to their home country.
24. District 7010 Youth Exchange Chairman, Alison Durtnall, reserves the right of final decision in the assignment of you to a host country. This decision is made by the committee based on interviews and understanding of each candidate’s strengths and goals. 
25. A one day orientation session in North Bay will be held in the spring, prior to your departure. At this time all phases of the exchange will be discussed. Attendance of the student and parent(s) is MANDATORY, at this meeting.  Weekend orientation programs will also be held in February, involving outdoor activities, and a final orientation weekend in late May.  Attendance is also mandatory on these weekends.  All costs will be borne by Rotary.
